	Listening, Attention & Understanding
	Children will be learning to sit quietly and develop their listening skills during whole class discussion times. They will be learning to listen and respond to: their name, sounds, stories, songs and as well as during conversation. They will be able to ask simple questions (who, what, where?) and begin to answer why and how questions. Children will develop their skill to recall stories, understand and follow instructions and understand humour. We will also work with the children to help them become more expressive so that they can share their ideas, experiences and understanding. 	Physical Development
	Gross Motor Skills
	Children will develop their gross motor skills through outdoor play; running, climbing, balancing, crawling etc. They will develop their ability to move safely too, developing core muscle strength, stability, coordination and balance. This will also involve negotiating obstacles, using wheeled toys and climbing equipment.  They will also develop their core strength through daily tummy time and ‘Squiggle Whilst You Wiggle’.
